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Auto-Biography 
1968 JAGUAR 340 

Set out below is an attempt to relate what I know about my car Reg No JAG ς 344: 

For some 32 years, I drove and was pleased to own a 1962 2.4 l Jaguar Mk 2.  When I injured both 
shoulders it became too difficult to steer at slow speeds, e.g. when parking.  I contemplated adding 
power steering but decided to seek a similar car with factory power steering instead.  I was aware of 
such a car in the district owned in succession by David Arnold, John Lyons and then Patrick Holgate the 
latter being a onetime member of this club.  Patrick became too frail to drive and his wife Anne was left 
with the Mk 2 as her daily driver.  Whilst she liked the car she sought a smaller, more modern car with 
air conditioning.  Coincidentally, one of my Legacy widows who had given up driving had a car with very 
low mileage.  Anne found it quite to her liking and bought it.  This enabled the Holgates to place 
JAG ς 344 on the market and I bought it in September 2005. 

Then I started a programme to remedy faults and to upgrade aspects of the car.  The following has been 
carried out over our ownership: 

¶ Overhaul power steering pump, reservoir and hydraulic pipes and filter. 

¶ Overhaul brake booster, drain and refill brake system. 

¶ Fit 5 new tyres and wheel balance. 

¶ Replace upper wishbone bushes and lower ball joints. 

¶ Replace HT leads and spacer. 

¶ Install spin-on filter fitting. 

¶ Fit new front springs, new front end suspension kit, new engine mounts and repair break in 
chassis. 

¶ Full inspection and service of BW 35 automatic gearbox. 

¶ Wheel alignment. 

¶ Supply and fit new front windscreen. 

¶ Fit new hood lining and carpets. 

¶ Fit seals to rear hubs, pads to rear brakes, lubricate rear wheel bearings, adjust handbrake cable. 

¶ Remove, reset rear springs, refit with new shackle bushes and mount pad. 

¶ Overhaul front brake callipers, fit new pads. 

¶ Twin SU Carburettors were overhauled and tuned. 

¶ Miscellaneous repairs include: panhard rod bushes, heater hoses, battery and tray, WW blades, 
hubcap badges, telltales, fuel tank mounts, sway bar bushes etc, etc. 

Additionally, I removed the full leather interior of my earlier Mk 2 installed in time for my wedding to 
Patricia, and fitted it to the replacement 340.  The car now performs very well.  We have yet to ponder 
the traditional Jaguar oil leak from the engine rear main seal which is more annoying than dangerous.  
We also wonder how far we need to go with a repaint although the old thing looks quite presentable as 
it is.  I hope to continue driving it as long as I remain fit to do so.  As our lovely granddaughter asked 
recently, "How old is Poppa?"  When told 83, she asked "how long do you think he will last?".  We all 
wonder that.
